DNA / genetic material Information Sheet

A separate information sheet should be provided to subjects where DNA or genetic material is being collected or used for a study, particularly when it involves the establishment of a ‘DNA Bank’.  The following points should be addressed in such an information sheet:

· what material will be extracted and used/stored and short explanation of what the material is 

· how this material is obtained from the subject

· how the material will be stored

· whether the material will be stored in an identified, potentially identifiable or de-identified manner (this has ramifications for communicating with subjects regarding research results and also if the subject requests the sample be destroyed)

· how long it will be stored for

· how the sample will be disposed of when it is no longer required

· for what purposes it will be used for

· whether health information gathered from the use of the material can be given to the subject and/or family members and ask that the subject indicate their wish to be notified of this information (or not)

· that health information gathered from the use of the material relevant to family members will not be passed on without the consent of the subject

· whether information about family members is required and that if relatives are to be approached consent will be first obtained from the subject

· whether the research has the potential to detect non-paternity or non-maternity 

· how subjects may ask that their material be withdrawn from use and discarded

· whether genetic counselling will be offered to subjects (if relevant).

· The following statement must be included “It is important to note, as with all health information kept about you, that there may be circumstances where disclosure of your health information as kept for this study will be required by law, for example, as a result of a court order”.
